Marie wanted to go to 

university but only boys were allowed 

so she moved to Paris to study maths 

and science.  Marie and her husband 

discovered radium and polonium and 

received  Nobel Prizes for their 

research.  Marie was the first person 

to receive two !  During WW1 Marie’s 

discoveries helped with X-ray 

machines that were used to help 

injured soldiers and Marie’s 

discoveries still help people with 

illnesses today.
